On a roastingly hot Friday towards the end of June, Management and I turned
up at the spick-and-span Bewdley station on the Severn Valley Railway.
Management is nothing if not creative in her choice of birthday gifts, and this
event, long anotated on our domestic calendar by the fairly obvious ‘SVR’ had
been awaited by yours truly with quiet enthusiasm.

We arrived at Bewdley well in advance of the appointed time, so there was
ample opportunity to savour the atmosphere and to take a few photographs
before making ourselves known to the authorities. First on the agenda for our
group of aspiring drivers and firemen and their partners was a video ‘Health
& Efficiency’ (as I disparagingly term this recent introduction to our everyday
life) lecture on the ‘Dos & Don’ts of life on the railway, amusingly yet concisely
narrated by the SVR’s Safety Officer, a retired railwayman of considerable
experience. Accompanied by an excellent lunch, we exchanged pleasantries
and became acquainted with our co-trainees.

Then onto the platform and an introduction to our loco for the afternoon, ex-
LMS Mogul 46443 - a much-photographed stalwart of preservation haulage,
and her crew. The participants clambered onto various suitable points and
cameras clicked and whirred to record the occasion for posterity. Then came
the induction, and a run-down on the fundamental requirements for competent
firing and driving. (If you were under the impression that all firemen had to do
was shovel coal and possibly brew up, this was the time you had the illusions
dispelled.)

And all sets are in fours - plus lots of
spare 1s-0s to make up your own set numbersets or to alter those ready made
for you!

And so off up the Severn Valley to Bridgnorth. The six of us were split into three
pairs, one pair on the footplate for each third of the journey - the others riding
in the single support coach with family and friends who were regaled with
anecdotes and information and a ‘good tour’ par excellence of the sun-dappled
single-track route. Each ‘turn’ on the footplate was roughly halved to enable
each trainee to experience both firing and driving both on the outward and
return workings. I was surprised at how interesting I found the fire and water
routine during my spells with the shovel: perhaps my verdict would have been
somewhat different on, say, the Settle & Carlisle in its early years in the middle
of winter!

Good use was made of the whistle: we managed not to damage any sheep
or stalled tractors at all, either on or off the track, and the unmanned crossings
remained safe for another day. Our stopover at the line’s terminus, Bridgnorth,
was no less interesting, with a tour around the extensive railway enineering
works - ‘8F’ 48773 and other beasts reduced to their component parts and
in various stages of rebuilding - and the signal box to learn about the intricacies
of line management. Not forgetting the bar to indulge in crew refreshment. Just
kidding.

The SVR’s stations, always spick and span, were especially colourful with bunting,
hangin baskets and displays of WW2 equipment in preparation for the weekend’s
‘Railway at War’ special event. The locomotives and rolling stock obviously enjoy
the benefits of care and attention from the staff and volunteers, and trains of
LMS and Great Western vintage, interspersed with the redoubtable Mk1s,
provided a favourable and lasting impression. Even a visitor from the Southern,
which steamed through Bewdley on our return, was in businesslike order.

So, after a most enjoyable day for all concerned - passengers included - what
now? I’m saving up for the next course in case it’s over-budget for the next
birthday. (Thinks : what the heck can I give Management for her birthday that
will top her generosity and yet still leave a couple of bob in the kitty?)
