Below, we provide our confirmed exhibition calendar up to spring
next year, plus the provisional listing as far as the Summer holidays.

As many of you will have gathered, we are planning to dramatically
cut our exhibition commitments as from Summer 2006. Having
been ‘on the circuit’ now for some 18 years, we felt we ought to
explain, especially to our exhibition customers, why we have
come to this decision.These are just a few of our reasons.

1 : Our own product range-currently around 12,000 items, and
before long likely to hit the 13,000 - item mark - cannot be
accommodated in our van. Indeed, we have not been able to bring
our paint ranges to exhibitions for nearly four years, and with
the Bus & Road Transport ranges adding to the tally, we shall
soon be leaving more products ‘back at the ranch’ than we are
taking with us.And no,a new van is not the answer, even assuming
we had suitable parking facilities at home or at our works.

2 :The financial cost of attending exhibitions is rising
disproportionately to the prices of our goods. Fuel, B&B, stand
rental are all galloping ahead and our prices cannot to the extent
they need to in order to cover our costs. | know it's a contentious
subject with some people, but we have to make a profit to stay
in business and be able to make and supply you all with the items
you want!

3 : Our small business can no longer sustain half its team being
away on the road for around half the week everytime we go to
a show.To maintain production and admin of our current range,
as well as carry out the research and development on new
products that is necessary to further enhance the range, is work
which requires great expenditure of time, effort and concentration.
R&D behind the wheel on countless cross-country routes is
about as useful as the proverbial chocolate fireguard.

4 : Like everyone else, we're not getting any younger, and the
single-handed loading/unloading of over a tonne of payload four
times every exhibition is taking its toll.

5 :We cannot see any benefit in spending many thousands of
pounds a year transporting our products around the country
(and back) when Royal Mail (despite all the criticism) will do it
for a few pence per order.We think we're getting quite efficient
at order fulfilment and despatch (so we should with 14 years
experience) and feel that this is the way forward. If you don't
believe us, ask your friends who have used us. Even better - give
us a trial run yourself!

Back in July, a neighbouring industrial unit to that of Phoenix Precision
Paints went up in smoke. Unfortunately, the smoke from the conflagration
caused sufficient damage to PPP's stock that it all had to be condemned
involving, as you can imagine, complete disruption to supplies to
customers. Not only that, but the fire damage necessitated the early
implementation of a planned move to larger premises. At the time of
writing, this had been completed : the ‘sorting out’, as Fox well know
from our own experience, is in progress!

All'in all, something of a ‘Summer Horibilis’ for PPP and its new
management, who are now in the process of re-making the vast range
of shades in the finishes and in the variety of containers from 14mi
tinlets to 150ml aerosols. Director Chris Stapleton told me earlier this
month that it would take many months to restore stocks and normal
service to customers but that they were working at full pressure to
do so.

Phoenix and Cherry customers should note that whilst Fox hold
reasonable stocks of these shades, mainly in 14ml tinlet form, these
are dwindling on a daily basis.
