Below, we provide our confirmed exhibition calendar as far as
the Summer holidays.

As many of you will have gathered, we are planning to dramatically
cut our exhibition commitments as from Summer 2006. Having
been ‘on the circuit’ now for some 18 years, we felt we ought to
explain, especially to our exhibition customers, why we have
come to this decision.These are just a few of our reasons.

1 : Our own product range-currently around 13,000 items, and
before long likely to hit the 14,000 - item mark - cannot be
accommodated in our van. Indeed, we have not been able to bring
our paint ranges to exhibitions for nearly four years, and with
the Bus & Road Transport ranges adding to the tally, we shall
soon be leaving more products ‘back at the ranch’ than we are
taking with us.And no,a new van is not the answer, even assuming
we had suitable parking facilities at home or at our works.

2 :The financial cost of attending exhibitions is rising
disproportionately to the prices of our goods. Fuel, B&B, stand
rental are all galloping ahead and our prices cannot to the extent
they need to in order to cover our costs. | know it's a contentious
subject with some people, but we have to make a profit to stay
in business and be able to make and supply you all with the items
you want!

3 : Our small business can no longer sustain half its team being
away on the road for around half the week everytime we go to
a show.To maintain production and admin of our current range,
as well as carry out the research and development on new
products that is necessary to further enhance the range, is work
which requires great expenditure of time, effort and concentration.
R&D behind the wheel on countless cross-country routes is
about as useful as the proverbial chocolate fireguard.

4 : Like everyone else, we're not getting any younger, and the
single-handed loading/unloading of over a tonne of payload four
times every exhibition is taking its toll on my lifting equipment.

5 :We cannot see any benefit in spending many thousands of
pounds a year transporting our products around the country
(and back) when Royal Mail (despite all the criticism) will do it
for a few pence per order.We think we're getting quite efficient
at order fulfilment and despatch (so we should with 14 years
experience) and feel that this is the way forward. If you don’t
believe us, ask your friends who have used us. Even better - give
us a trial run yourself!

THEWISE | ON BATCHES

Like most products, Fox Transfers are produced in batches or separate
production runs. In most instances, the difference between an item
from one production run and the same item from a subsequent
production run is not discernible. Until we come to lining - especially
loco lining where, in the absence of a specific loco lining pack, it is
necessary to join images from two separate sheets. This situation has
existed for many years. Unfortunately, owing to the variable factors
involved in the production of short-run transfer batches, it is impossible
to guarantee precisely the same width of line from batch to batch to
the thousands-of-an-inch which is what makes the difference between
precise matches and the imprecise versions. Minute differences in
exposure in the types and batches of production film are all that it
takes to make a noticeable difference - a difference which we cannot
detect until the transfer is printed and ready for use.

At Fox, we try to ensure that orders are fulfilled with lining sheets
from the same batches, but unfortunately our control over the situation
ends there. Some modellers are not prepared to discard the remains
of a sheet, even though the sheet or sheets have fulfilled the purpose
for which they were bought. It ends up as being a case of

economy V perfection.

A Tale of Unbounded Nostalgia has long gone, to be replaced by a house. And the current signal post

with its home and distant arms is certainly not that shown in photographs
of the early 1960s. But the PENMAENPOOL running-in sign in BR Gill
Sans with Western Region chocolate enamel ground and now residing

in the hotel garden overlooking the river looks every bit the same one

as the photograph shows. If it's not genuine original BR kit, then it's an

excellent facsimile.

The stone embankment leading to the bridge from the direction of the
engine shed, and past the hotel's jutting easterly gable is just short of
ballast and track.The brick and slate station buildings have now lost their
substantial chimney, gained a white paint-job and become the George
Hotel Lodge. The timber platforms and shelters went after the closure
of the line, but the signal cabin became an ornithology and tourist centre
for several years until the restoration work determined closure.The box
itself was a replacement for the original Cambrian Railways structure
of the 19th century and had begun life as an exhibit in the Palace of
Housing & Transport at the great Wembley Exhibition of 1925-1927.
C C Green, in his second volume of ‘The Coast Lines of the Cambrian
Railways' published by Wild Swan, provides some historical notes not only
on the box itself but on the station, engine shed and the rest of the
branch as far as Dolgelly. After its Wembley starring role, the box was
dismantled and put into storage at Reading, from where it was extracted
in the mid-1930s for re-erection at Penmaenpool without, as Mr Green
puts it, a single tea-stain below the windows to gauge its actual age.

A car park now occupies the site of the platform and yard area, and a
good many trees have grown there since the 1960s, adding an arborial
softness to the Liwybr Mawddach - the Mawddach Trail - as it wends
its way eastwards and up the valley. As with the whole length of this
Walk, the railway bridges have been left intact. Not only that, but they
have been shot-blasted and re-painted where appropriate, under the
auspices of the Snowdonia National Park, to extend their lives and
usefulness to the public at large. (I always knew Little Brother had his
uses, even if he didn't even wield so much as a paint-brush!)

Our little tale must end for the time being at Dolgellau - spelt so from
1960 when the anglicised versions of most Welsh place-names were
dispensed with. (Barmouth Junction became Morfa Mawddach then.)

I'm disappointed that, although I've been visiting the town since my
brother moved here at the beginning of the 70s, | don't really know it
as well as | should. That said, its railway connections have intrigued me
not least because my brother has overseen the work involved in converting
the trackbed into the leisure feature of the Mawddach Trail. And also
because his first proper marital home was re-roofed - by him on top of
. a long ladder - using the slates from the Cambrian station building at
S L sl R Dolgellau then being demolished, prior to the building of the by-pass.

Of the town'’s station area there now remains nothing except the bridge
which took road traffic over the westerly end of the platforms to meet
the Barmouth-Bala raod. The trackbed, lying parallel to the Afon Wnion
which was eventually the physical reason for the line's premature demise,

George Il Hotel. The road to the Toll bridge crosses infront of
the camera.There was no crossing gate in the old days - Health
and Safety please note!
