THE A3s ARE HERE IN FORCE.

Over the last couple of years, amongst other projects, we've been
heavily involved in livery items for the LNER Class A3 locos. First off
was our reproduction of the whole range of nameplates in
4mm/00 : hand-finished, fine-etched brass, treated to give anti-tarnish
finish. Pre-Nationalisation sets include a pair of nameplates and a
pair of worksplates appropriate to each loco’s builders. British Railways
sets include in addition a stainless steel smokebox numberplate in
‘Curly 6/Curly 9" LNER style, together with a correct BR corporate-
style plate.These will all be listed and featured in our new Steam
Locomotive Nameplates Catalogue due out later this year to supercede
our original catalogue which was published in 2004.

This Spring, following some initial decals we produced to super-detail
7mm/0 LNER models, we have gone the whole hog and printed
ranges of complete A3 lining, lettering and numbering sets
in both 4mm/00 and 7mm/0.

As we know, the cost of labour - even for experienced, time-served
craft occupations - was relatively cheap in the 1930s when the A3s
were to some extent in their hey-day. So everything in sight was lined
out in black and white. And red in some instances.The Fox transfers
reflect this, as far as we are aware , in every detail. So we include red
lining for running boards and the tender running gear, fully printed to
shape, as well as white/black lining for everything from wheels to
wash-out plugs.Yes, you can believe it!

But, back to the transfer kits which, incidentally, are listed at the end
of this article and which will be incorporated in the new issue of our
Descriptive Price Lists due out 1 August. lllustrations will be incorporated
in full in Volume 3 of our Everlasting lllustrated 7mm/0 Catalogue
and 4mm/00 Heritage Volume 4 which we are working on at the
moment.

We've got one for ‘Flying Scotsman’: white/black lining. gold/red/black
lettering and numbering. One for the other A3s in apple (Doncaster)
green.And one for ‘Flying Scotsman’ with twin tenders - including the
LNER crests for the cabsides. Not to mention a separate set just for
the water tender.

For British Railways aficianados, we have orange/black/orange
lining sets in both scales with which you can team our cabside
numbering and power classification codes and either early or later BR
tender crests. And the whole range of nameplates in 4mm/00 of
course.And, as a final taster, the multi-coloured, hand-printed LNER
crests are available separately, in pairs : £3.95 for 4mm/00 - £4.95
for 7mm/0.

CLASS 60 : RE-BIRTH
OF A CURRENT LOCO

(Thank you, Mr Hornby.)

Hornby's introduction at the turn of the year of its highly acclaimed new
Class 60 freight loco model has met with re-generation of a huge
amount of interest in this machine type which made its appearance at
the end of the 1980s. Enthusiasts who visited the unveiling of the
Railfreight Sector corporate identity at London's Ripple Lane Depot (only
a couple of days after the October 1987 hurricane) will well remember
the wooden mock-up of a cab of a Class 60 which was on display, and
the emergence of the first of the 100-strong class 60001 ‘Steadfast’
from Brush Falcon Works at Loughborough some eighteen months later.

As an all-British product the enthusiast element here at Fox (we are
only 7 miles or so from Falcon Works in Loughborough where the 60s
were built) has always held them in high regard, despite the occasionally
less-than-glowing press they have received over the years.The four
variants of the Roundel-designed livery which they carried in British
Railways ownership, together with the excellent range of names they
carried, seem to be far superior to those applied in the 90s and later.

Fox have made both transfers and the original etched stainless steel
nameplates for the 60s as they were introduced, and have since produced
the later livery transfers and replacement nameplates. The exceptions
to the previous disparaging comments on the names must surely be
those applied to 60081 (ISAMBARD KINGDOM BRUNEL) recalling
the great engineer, entrepreneur and railway-builder of the Victorian Era
and 60089 (THE RAILWAY HORSE) remembering those unsung four-
legged heroes of the dark canyons and cobbled streets of the pre-diesel-
and-electric freight handling era.

The Fox livery products for 60081 comprise a nameplate set in hand-
finished, fine-etched brass with nameplates and matching numberplates
in GWR steam-loco style, GWR garter crests with multi-colour overlay
and the EWS Three Beasties ‘Z00’ motifs, also in etched brass.The
transfer set - F 4305/10 - comprises an orange/black/orange lining set
plus the cab-front abbreviated TOPS numbering. Fox can also supply
you with the ‘Brunswick’ Green paint for the job - not to mention the
warning yellow and the black for underframes and bogies. For 60089,
apart from the plates, you only need F 4977/2 and F 4978/2 for the
standard EWS Class 60 livery. If buying both these packs, ask for

F 4977/2SP and save yourself a little money.

Oh,and just as a
matter of prototypical
interest, both the sets
of (full-size) plates
mentioned above
were made in
Yorkshire by

Procast Foundry Ltd,
who make all the new-generation plates for EWS locos. In addition,
Procast make special and replica plates for all-comers, whether it be
your house nameplate or a replica nameplate set of your favourite loco,
contact them on 01924 235618 and speak to Stephen or James CIiff.
