For Foster Yeoman, now read
Aggregate Industries
New Livery for
Foster Yeoman Class 59/0
Locomotives

Earlier this summer, Fox Transfers were asked to create the livery
transfers, nameplates, numberplates and ancillary plates for the launch
in August of the new corporate identity for the Foster Yeoman aggregates
loco fleet.

The models for which we were creating the transfers and plates were
for a group event following the acquisition of Foster Yeoman by the
Swiss-owned Aggregate Industries who also own Bardon Aggregates.
Their headquarters are only a few miles from Fox at Bardon near
Coalville.

The whole operation, as is usual in these situations, was cloaked in great
secrecy. The first full-size loco scheduled for being adorned with the new
livery was 59001 ‘Yeoman Endeavour’, the original loco of the FY
squadron. She was duly moved to Eastleigh for the work to be carried
out. In secrecy. Well, the internet being what it is, within days images
of Endeavour in her new coat appeared. Admittedly, it is rather a tall
order to hide a 21+metre long, 121 tonne railway loco. The problem
was that whilst the images could have been regarded as being an
‘exclusive’ in the railway world, the whole revelation ended up as
something of an anti-climax. Quite simply, 001 had been re-painted
with the lower part of the bodywork in an unsuitable shade of green.
Instead of the bright green (well known to us at Fox from the signage
and road vehicle liveries around this area) a very pale pastel green had
been used. This was, in fact, AI’s approved corporate shade.

To cut a long story short, the situation was rectified in very short order.
However, a decision at the highest level resulted in the shade eventually
used being actually darker than the Aggregate Industries shade, and
this has been what Fox have used in the production of our transfers.

The etched stainless steel nameplate/numberplate/ancillary plate sets
for both 59001 and 59005 KENNETH J PAINTER (the second loco
in works for repainting) finished in stainless steel and Aggregate Industries
Blue, are available from us at £7.81each plus packing and postage of
£1.00 to UK Inland addresses.

During this period in high summer, our good friend Mike Fraser - he of
especial expertise in modern UK freight vehicles - was valiantly stripping
and re-painting a consignment of 4mm/00 scale Class 59 models. And
applying the new transfers and plates which Fox had produced. So the
change of the green shade threw a spanner in the works and necessitated
additional late-night and weekend working to meet the deadline.

Fortunately, with all stops out, this was achieved with little time to spare.
And we are indebted to Mike for these images that he managed to
take before delivery.

Great Central Railway:
Britain’s only double track mainline
heritage railway welcomes Tornado
Considering the fact that yours truly worked for nearly six years within
feet of the trackbed of the Great Central/LNER/BR Midland Main Line
as it strode across the City of Leicester on its Victorian viaduct of sturdy
engineering blue bricks, and that both Management and I have lived
for over thirty-five years a mere handful of miles from the Loughborough-
Leicester North preserved and restored Great Central Line,we have not
exactly been candidates for the ‘Most Frequent Travellers’ accolade.

We’ve travelled the line on a number of occasions, including a never-
to-be-forgotten face-feeding celebration of a friend’s ‘big birthday’ some
years ago when we enjoyed the First Class Restaurant Car Service on
the viaduct over the picturesque Swithland Reservoir.

Unfortunately, Number Four Nephew wasn’t terribly impressed by the
wonders of the GCR when we took him there in his very early years
for a spot of indoctrination. Sorry, education. Even a visit to the Great
Western loco’s footplate to meet the driver and fireman didn’t go down
at all well. I think the firehole was too much for him. (Fortunately he
was better disposed towards Sir Topham Hatt aboard ‘Thomas’ at
Embsay a while later.)

Tornado hits
The Great Central
No, it’s not another Michael Fish moment (Sorry, Mr Fish)

As some of you may be aware, a brand new steam locomotive has just
come to fruition. If that’s what new steam engines do! For the first time
in 48 years (when ‘Evening Star’ left the works in Swindon in 1960)
we can now delight in a brand-new mainline steam locomotive. Conceived
in 1990 by what became The A1 Steam Locomotive Trust ‘Tornado’ -
60163 is its running number, following on from the run of 49 service
locos built after World War 2 - was completed earlier this year at a
cost of approximately £3,000,000 and was brought down to the Great
Central at Loughborough for testing.

Dressed in a livery of grey primer with black smokebox and steam
deflectors, Fox Management eventually got to see her on the last Sunday
of public running. And very splendid she looks, too. After a couple of
hours wait at Rothley, the new Pacific hauled a postal train down from
Loughborough and then disappeared into the sidings on the Leicester
side of the carriage works. A little later she emerged and was hooked
up to the ‘Windcutter’ rake of steel-bodied mineral wagons before
making a tender-first return though the station and back to Loughborough.
And then, rumour has it, to York for repainting.

Some time ago, Fox made a short production run of nameplates for
customers wishing to create 4mm/00 scale models of ‘Tornado’. We
then made a slightly longer run of these plates which has also sold out.
We are making a further batch which should be ready in early February
and will be available from us at £13.47 plus £1.00 Inland packing and
postage. A pair of Darlington worksplates can also be supplied (for
fitting to the cabsides below the running number) at an extra cost of
£3.37.

We intend to make a donation as a royalty on sales of these plates
which may help in a very small way towards the immense construction
and running costs.

  Please note that, if you buy a set of these plates, the crests which
        surmount them are different on each plate. And no, we do not
            know at this stage which plate will be fitted on which side!

British Railways Titled Train
Headboards
A Little Bit of Prototype Information:
These headboards, with their raised beading and
lettering in Gill Sans typeface to match the then current
BR house style, were introduced by British Railways
in the early 1950s. The size of the lettering varied
according to the length of the title, often with the
word ‘THE’ in larger lettering. There was a number of
standard board sizes and shapes common to most
regions, although the Southern was unique in its use
of large rectangular boards with radiused corners.
According to our information, some titles were
displayed concurrently on boards of different design.
The background colour of all boards was originally
black, although the Southern changed to green almost
immediately after their introduction. By the mid-1950s,
local variations began to appear on other regions, with
London Midland and some Western boards in red. The
Eastern’s preference was for their mid blue, although
Kings Cross Top Shed opted for dark (similar to
Oxford) blue. The Scottish Region’s preference was
for light blue. With many boards still sporting black
grounds right up to the end of the steam era, the logic
behind the application of colours is difficult to ascertain.
Long-distance inter-regional expresses would change
locos once and sometimes twice during the course
of their journey. Usually, headboards were not ‘swapped’:
the replacement loco would back onto the train with
its own headboard, supplied by the local shed and
therefore finished in its preferred colour, already in
place.
The Western Region introduced its own, more ornate,
headboards with cream backgrounds in the late 1950s,
(the Fox listing of these is shown after the section on
‘plain’ headboards). The original headboards were still
frequently used across the country and, in the 1960s,
were often carried by Deltics and Peaks which had
supplanted their mainline steam predecessors on the
express workings. On the London Midland, the ‘Condor’
freight working, shared by both steam and diesel locos,
sported a unique design, with lettering tapered from
top to bottom and ground split vertically into red and
blue halves on an otherwise standard format board.

The ‘Condor’ headboard is just one of a huge number
of eyecatching designs available in 4mm scale (for ‘00’
gauge) from Fox. These are supplied etched-to-shape
in stainless steel  and are ready-painted as detailed
below. PLEASE DON’T FORGET TO STATE THE
BACKGROUND COLOUR YOU REQUIRE WHEN
YOU ORDER!
We recommend the use of a small ball of Blu-Tac®
fixed to the back of each headboard. This method of
attachment means that headboards can be swapped
around from one locomotive to another.

The above are examples of the standard plain design
of headboard (The Queen of Scots and The Waverley)
used by British Railways Eastern Region and the
standard ornamental design (The Mayflower) used
by British Railways Western Region. Many of the
headboards were used into the early diesel days of
the 1960s and 1970s.
The plain designs are in stainless steel with painted
backgrounds; the ornamental designs are in stainless
steel with inlaid multi-colour transfers overlaid with
a varnish coat for protection.

Army Centenary

As many of you will be aware from our FoxTails circular and website
feature, as well as our advertisements in the modelling press, we
proposed earlier in the summer to manufacture a strictly one-off batch
of transfers and hand-finished stainless steel nameplates in 4mm/00
to enable modellers to replicate the above loco which made its re-
liveried debut at FY Merehead in June. We specified a closing date for
orders of Tuesday 30 September.
Shortly after we made our announcement, we were made aware of
issues regarding reproduction of the Army elements of the livery and
the intellectual property rights relating to them.
Despite our own efforts, and those of several parties with whom we
have been in touch, this question has not been resolved. We shall not
be proceeding with the transfers part of this offer until we are satisfied
that we shall not be liable to legal proceedings if we do so. However,
we shall be making headway with manufacture of the nameplates, and
these should be available, somewhat behind schedule, after New Year.
A separate notification of the situation has been sent to all those
customers who placed orders with us for the full Limited Edition Set.
It should be noted that this situation is not unusual in the field of
reproduction of post-privatisation modern railway liveries. Indeed it is
becoming more the norm rather than the exception, which will give the
clue to modellers why Fox Transfers’ output of decals for this era has
not been more prolific. We have already paid what to us are quite large
sums of money for the reproduction rights (non-exclusive, I should point
out) to certain well-known companies’ logos and motifs. The writer
understands that, at long last, the modelling media have caught on to
this and an article on the subject is ready to go to press in an upcoming
magazine issue.
As often seems to be the case, this is a disease whose spore have
managed to cross the Atlantic : one of the major decal printers there
was, and still may be so for all we know, engaged in legal machinations
with one of the railroad organisations. It is not, for certain, a track which
we at Fox Transfers wish to follow.
