To help our customers even more, we've not only added thousands

of new plates to our roster, but we've split the 2005 publication into
two - one for Steam Loco plates and one for Diesel and Electric Loco
plates, purely because we have noted that our customers tend to veer
towards one or the other in their modelling or collecting preferences.

THE STEAM LOCO PLATE LIST

Thirty-four A4-size pages listing over [0,000 items. Three pages of
train headboards (232 in total) - four pages of shedcodes, providing
both the 1952 and the 1957 allocations. There are huge sections on
British Railways Standard Design Locomotive nameplates, and the
stainless steel smokebox numberplates for all the un-named engines.
In our sections on the British Railways four principal regions, we also
include listings of nameplate formats for the ‘Big Four. GWR, LMS,
LNER and SR. Our latest range extensions for named engines are
included - the ‘Castles’; literally our first nameplates (one each) for
the Jubilees, Patriots and Royal Scots; half of the V2s; and the King
Arthurs, Lord Nelsons and Schools (the latter two classes we have
completed - the first will shortly be so).

If you thought that modern image nameplates were plain and boring,
just our cover illustrations on the Diesel & Electric Nameplates list
should change your mind.Yes, Rail Alphabet has probably been used
for the maijority of plates, but there the common factor gives way to
a simply huge variety of other styles. The GWR-lookalike plates made
for the five GW 150 celebrations engines (and the EWS Class 60
follow-up ISAMBARD KINGDOM BRUNEL) and the Great Central
Railway-inspired VALOUR and Sir Sam Fay are particularly striking.
LION, FALCON, VENICE SIMPLON ORIENT EXPRESS , THE RAILWAY
HORSE and the plates applied to the late Fragonset company's locos
are good examples of the nameplate manufacturer's art - and are
all, of course, available from Fox and listed in our publication. We are
all indebted to the craftsmen of Swindon Works (and other BR
establishments) Newton Replicas under its three successive proprietors,
and Procast, for their creation of these full-sized works of art.

Packing Transfers & Plates & Paints

Why do we send paint separately from transfers and/or nameplates?
It's a question we've been asked once or twice of late. Here are the
answers:

[ In the early days especially, some fifteen or twenty years ago, we
experienced one or two ‘accidents’ with paint in transit, and this involved
our having to replace both paint and transfers. The obvious solution was
to send the items separately and thereby reduce our liability.

2:The major reason, however, is that packing paint containers with
transfers/plates etc is awkward - it's a shape thing - and likely to do
damage to the paper transfers and sometimes quite fragile etchings
of the plates - especially the brass. In fact, the time required, not to
mention the additional materials, would add considerably to the operation
and would make our service less attractive.

3:And finally, because Royal Mail now charge by dimensions as well as
weight and service level, the cost would be greater because of the
additional reinforcing packaging that would be required.

So we hope you will understand our actions.

The Moors wore their usual cloak of wonderful wilderness
with, in places, plumes of smoke where controlled burning of the heather
was taking place. Above Goathland we mistook this in the distance for
the passing of a NYMR train, but on closer inspection realised that
‘Repton’was at rest in the station, pausing in the afternoon sunlight
with a Grosmont-Pickering service full of enchanted travellers.

In the Dales, the season’s new lambs explored their new world, seemingly
leaping for joy with their brothers and sisters and cousins. Surprisingly

earlier than down south, the daffodils cast a golden hue on river banks,
much admired by the numerous holidaymakers, hikers and day-trippers
with Granny, children and dogs intent on making the most of the glorious
weather and totally impressive vistas.

Ryedale, north of York, once sported an impressive network of railways,
but, since the ‘60’s, the occasional short passenger train and the daily
pick-up goods are now ghosts in the still-pastoral landscape. They are
largely unremembered save by browsers in bookshops on Pickering
station, railway archaeologists on nostalgia trips and those who've been
lucky enough to snap up an old railway building for living purposes.

It's quite amazing to discover to what lengths our Victorian forebears
were prepared to go when planning the construction of a new railway
line. Those who have ridden south from Grosmont on the North York
Moors line cannot fail to have been impressed by the steepness of the
line in the first few miles. If you don't believe me, get yourself an Ordnance
Survey map and look how close the contour lines lie. Or just stand on
the northern end of Goathland platform near the gate and just look
how steeply the line drops away into the valley.

Although they never came to fruition, more than one other line was
planned for this piece of Yorkshire's North Riding. To the west of the
NYMR's Newtonddle line and north of the Helmsley-Pickering-Scarborough
road (the A170), branches off the main Ryedale line were mooted in
the nineteenth century in order to exploit the ironstone workings on the
moors. Now they would have involved some serious gradients. Indeed
if you walk or drive up onto Spaunton Moor as far as Rosedale Bank
Top, you'll see both the remains of the ironstone kilns built to reduce
the ore to more manageable proportions for onwards transport - as
well as the trackbed of the North Eastern Railway sidings where the
ore was loaded. On the opposite side of the unfenced road are the
remains of the older tramway up from Rosedale.And that is ALL gradient!

HEADBOARDS TO TAILBOARDS
Tips on Transfers & Plates

What follows is a set of notes comprising generally official facts
which have been relatively widely published over the years and
which we have used as the basis for the production of our range
of ‘New Waterslide' decals.Answers to some of the questions we are
asked most frequently

[ British Railways Steam Loco Cabside Numbering

When Britain’s railways were nationalised and British Railways took
responsibility for the vast network on | January | 948, one anticipated
benefit was the ability to standardise in many areas. This certainly did
not happen with loco cabside numbering.

The new Western Region of BR inherited the machines of the old Great
Western empire. With their largely green liveries, lined out in many
instances in orange and black and carrying contrasting brass and copper
fittings including their name and numberplates, arguably the ‘prettiest’
of the Big Four studs, those in authority decided probably quite rightly,
that to dispose of these beautiful plates in favour of printed transfers,
was a retrograde and unjustifiably costly move. The plates remained,
as did the numbering sequences, and new builds under the auspices
of BR perpetuated both.

At Fox, we always try to replicate the prototype items as closely as we
are able to do in miniature. Hence, we do not make transfers of the
Western Region plates and only offer these in hand-finished, fine-etched
brass format. It is not possible to economically include the fine orange
lining which the cabside numberplates sported, but we do offer some
of our nameplate sets with orange lining transfers for our customers
to apply if desired.

Please see the FoxTails feature on smokebox numberplates which
is relevant to the above.

The Southern Region of British Railways (equating to the old Southern
Railway) did employ the new numbering system, even though there
were doubtless some engines still sporting cast metal plates. It was
allocated the 30000-39999 slot.

The London Midland region - assuming what the LMS had owned and
run in the London corridor, the Midlands, the North West and parts of
Scotland - was allocated the larger 40000-59999 number range, purely
by virtue of the huge stud of inherited engines.

In the east, and parts of Scotland not covered by the LMR, the Eastern
and North Eastern Regions were formed and the 60000 series provided
for their engines.

The British Railways Standard designs of locos, which began to come
on stream from January 1951, was provided with a simply huge number
range to use - 70000 through to 89999 and then again for the 9Fs
92000-92250. (The ex War Department machines occupied the earlier
90000 numbers.)

All told, it could be argued that British Railways steam loco design
cabside numbering came in five sizes. The largest - twelve inch - was
only used on a few ex-LNER pacifics - and was really an adaptation

Some points covered by this, and following features in FoxTails

of the LNER version of Gill Sans utilising the curly-top 6s and curly-
bottom 9s.These had a very short life. At the other end of the scale
were the six-inch size affixed to small tank engines with restricted room
on the bunkers. They were not particularly numerous and most works
or sheds opted for use of the 8 inch digits applied to the rear end of
the tanks in front of the cab doors.

This leaves the other sizes - 8 inch, 9 inch and 10 inch. Before defining
the applications of these sizes, it should be emphasised that the heights
of the numerals was - and is - taken from the [s, 4s and 7s which have
horizontal ends to the tops and bottoms of each digit. The balance of
the numerals, with curved tops and bottoms, were actually taller than
the I's,4s and 7s in order to avoid the optical illusion that they were
smaller. (Not a lot of people know thatl) It is in fact common to the
vast majority of typefaces.Also, the transfers were printed in cream with
a black outline (even when used on black locos) to give a better defined
appearance on coloured panels - eg crimson lake, early blue , Brunswick
green. The ‘white’ appearance on some engines was purely due to the
weathering of the cream printing ink.

The London Midland Region (ex-LMS) utilised the 8-inch numerals
almost exclusively, and this size was also used by Southern Region on
small tank engines especially. Whilst the Eastern and North Eastern
Region (the Scottish works and sheds in particular) were particularly
fond of the | 0-inch sizes, this was also true of the Southern for its
Bulleid machines.

Edward Talbot, in his excellent book ‘A Pictorial Record of British Railways
Standard Steam Locomotives’ (Oxford Publishing Co, 1982) tells us:
“Most works used 8 inch high numerals for cab-side numbers but there
were some variations. Swindon used 9 inch and Darlington and Cowlairs
10 inch, while Doncaster appears to have used 8 inch for Class 4
2-6-0s and 10 inch for Class 5s, 2-6-4 tanks and 9Fs.” The above, of
course, refers to the BR Standard Design machines.

So much for standardisation!

ATIP ON APPLICATION:

If you are applying a cabside number from individual digits

|: Establish the baseline of your numberset and lay down some low-
tack masking tape to mark it.

2: Establish the centre point left-to-right of your selected numberset
and mark it again with a sliver of low-tack masking tape.

3:Apply your centre digit first (if it's a 5-digit set); or second and third
digits (if it's a 4-digit set) to left and right of centre point; then apply
the outer digits. This will make for a much more ‘professional’ job and
is worth taking the extra time.

If any of your selected digits is a ‘I you will need to make appropriate
spacing adjustments.

Recommendations for
the application of
Fox waterslide transfers

I': Ensure the surface onto which you intend to apply the transfer is
clean and grease-and dust-free. THE SURFACE SHOULD PREFERABLY
BE OF A GLOSS FINISH.The more matt the finish, the less likely it is
that successful adhesion will take place and the more likely it is that
even the miniscule amount of carrier film will show up.

2: Cut the transfer from the sheet, allowing a margin around the image.
There should be no need to cut into the printed image unless you are
deliberately reducing the area of transfer to be applied, eg:cutting lining
down to size either depthways or lengthways. Do not attempt to apply
more than 3 or 4 inches of lining transfer in one operation - you will
only make things more difficult for yourself.

3:Immerse the transfer in a saucer or trough of warm water for a few
seconds. The container of water should preferably be large enough to
accommodate the full, flat transfer. The transfer will initially curl up, then
partially flatten out. Test whether the transfer has become detached
from the backing sheet by gentle pressure with a finger. The larger the
transfer, the longer it will take to separate from the backing paper. Use
warm water - not hot - not cold - and certainly not of boiling temperature.
Sometimes it may be appropriate to add a drop or two of washing up
liquid to aid separation.

4:When separation has occurred, remove the transfer and the backing
paper as one item, position in the required location retaining the image
in position with light pressure whilst breaking the surface tension of any
drops of water to prevent escape of the transfer and sliding out the
backing paper and disposing.

5: Make final adjustments to the position, at the same time dabbing
off excess water with an absorbent cloth or blotting paper. Ensure there
are no air- or water-bubbles trapped between transfer and location
surface by gentle outward stroking of cloth or blotter to edges of transfer.

REMEMBER:

-Ensure that the transfer is properly soaked before you attempt to
remove it from the backing paper.A simple test is to check that there
is no ‘drag’ on the paper, and that the transfer slides off smoothly.

-Where, for instance, a long line of otherwise unsupported lettering is
involved, slide the transfer backing paper in such a way that the transfer
has to move the minimum distance, ie not lengthways. This will lessen
the stress of the carrier film and reduce the likelihood of the transfer
breaking up.

Why we recommend that you apply
transfers to a gloss surface.
INK

-The less handling and adjustment your transfer receives to position
correctly, the better the adhesion is likely to be, and the less likely it is
that damage will occur.

-In certain circumstances, you may find it necessary to manipulate a
transfer for quite some time to obtain your desired position, eg. around
small detail. This may involve the application of extra water to maintain
the transfer's mobility. To avoid over-diluting the adhesive on the back
of the transfer, ensure that the small amount of extra water required
has lain on scrap transfer backing paper prior to using it to further
move the transfer.

6:Allow to dry completely, preferably for several hours, eg: overnight.
When all transfers have been applied and allowed to dry, a protective
coat of a suitable varnish in gloss, satin or matt finish should be applied
over the transfer. FOX TRANSFERS RECOMMEND THE OVER-
VARNISHING OF TRANSFERS, OF WHATEVERTYPE OR MANUFACTURE,
IN ORDER TO PROTECT YOUR WORK WE USE AND RECOMMEND
THE VARNISHES MADE BY PHOENIX PRECISION AND RAILMATCH,
AVAILABLE DIRECT FROM FOX This should be carried out particularly
in circumstances where the transfer is positioned on an exterior surface,
and DEFINITELY where the transfer is likely to come into contact with
chemicals of any description, for example a carriage washing unit, where
the cleaning agents employed have extremely deleterious effect on all
transfers, paint and other surfaces.

Fox Guidelines

Some Fox Transfer sheets are provided with ‘Guidelines’. These are
designed to facilitate the correct alignment of locomotive and coach
numbersets, particularly where use has been made of our ‘berm-your-
own-number’ alternative digits.

Your selected transfers should be applied in the manner detailed,
substituting characters for those in the numbersets as required. Align
along the Guidelines below the numberset using a ruler or other suitable
straight edge, and visually ensure the composite transfer is horizontal.

After excluding all air and water from beneath the transfer, gently score
immediately below the transfer image with a sharp scalpel or craft
knife, with the blade at an angle which prevents the still unset transfer
film from ‘rucking up’. Slide away the Guidelines and associated film
and dispose. Allow to dry, preferably overnight, and then varnish in the
usual way.

PLEASE TAKE GREAT CARE WHEN OPENING ANY TRANSFER PACK.

Ensure that transfers sheets have not stuck together in transit. All Fox
Transfers packs are carefully prepared by hand and the contents
checked, but should you find any discrepancy, please contact Fox Transfers
at the address on page |.
